Applications should be received at least six weeks before the meeting when you wish to be considered.    A HOLT staff member will visit the project to discuss the work proposed and if the project is suitable it will then be put to the board for consideration.  Once a grant is offered it remains available for a period of five years and can be a helpful pump-primer for a fundraising programme. Payment is made on receipt of an architect’s certificate showing that the work has been completed.

Applications must be received at least six weeks before the date of the Board Meeting to allow time for a site visit and a proper appraisal of the project.
